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Circular No.1                  of 2017-20                                  Dated 30th October 2017
31st Annual General Body Meeting held on 1st October 2017

In terms of Circular No.  1  dated   17th August 2017,  31st Annual General Body Meeting  of State Bank of Patiala  Retired Officers Association(Regd) was held at Harpal Tiwana Kala Kendra, Patiala on 1st October 2017. Around 650 members/retirees were present in the meeting. Shri Jaspal Singh, respected veteran of  our Association was the Chief Guest. First of all, the conference remembered with reverence all those colleagues who departed from us during the year after our last annual general meeting held on 18.9.2016. Two minutes silence was observed in their respectful memory. 

Thereafter, the Hon’ble congregation discussed the agenda items already circulated to the members.

1. The minutes of the previous meeting dated 18th September 2016 were read out and confirmed by the house with voice vote.

2. The General Secretary report was read out by Shri S.S.Sehgal, General Secretary of the Association. The Balance Sheet as on 31.3.2017 alongwith Statement of Income and Expenditure  for the relevant year and with comparative figures of the last two years were put up to house for approval. Copies of the GS report and financial statements were distributed to members. After deliberations, the house unanimously approved the General Secretary Report. 

3. Shri Pawan Goyal  and Shri V.P.Singh  audited the accounts of Association as on 31.3.2017. They were presented bouquets in recognition of their services to the Association.  Shri  V.P.Singh  and Shri  S.K.Goel  have been appointed auditors for the next year/period as per clause 13 of the bye laws of Associaion.

4. During deliberations, some members expressed their views on various points mentioned in General Secretary Report and also suggested some measures for improvement in the working of Association. The General Secretary replied to all the queries. 

5. The conference appreciated the efforts of members who were helpful in organizing various activities including those of social activities during the period.

6. It was memntioned that the Association is doing the work for welfare of members with the active support of all office beaers,  unit Secretaries and Executive members. The membership at large take keen interest in the activities of Association. 

7. The Medical Insurance Scheme for retirees was the main point of discussion and it was assured to take up the issue with appropriate authorities. 

8. Merger of State Bank of Patiala with State Bank of India and its impact on our organization was also discussed. State Bank of Patiala was founded on Diwali day ie 17th November 1917 hence this is the 100th year of the Bank. All serving or retirees from State Bank of Patiala are attached to the memories of State Bank of Patiala. The conference rememberd the impact on our life while serving in State Bank of Patiala from where we earned livelihood for our family while serving the general public. Due to attachment, a book titled  as 100th years of State Bank of Patiala priced at Rs.250/- has been purchased by most of the retirees. 
9. It was also discussed that despite commitment of the SBI authoirities to create a “Grievances Redressal Cell exclusively for retirees” of the merged Associate Banks at Local Head office level, in a meeting held at Gurgaon on 22nds March 2017 is still pending for implementation. 370n officers from State Bank of Patiala opted VRS offered by State Bank of India after merger. It was requested that existing members should contact all those to become the member of our Association. 

10.It was discussed  that on announcement of government decision to merge Associate Banks with SBI, a meeting was held at Bangalore on 10th and 11th September 2017 to decided future course of action as the issue pertaining to retirees of Associate Banks are to be taken up at Central Office level. The Pension scheme of these reitrees is different from SBI. To have better understanding, it was decided to have a common platform namely “Forum of Associate Banks Retirees Organisation”. Shri Anantha Kirshna Rao, former General Secretary of Associate Banks Officers Association was co-opted as Chairman of this Forum. Shri K.M.Sastri, Gen Sec SBH Reitrees Asscociation was appointed as adhoc convener to call for a meeting of all the respresentatives of retiree organization of ABs. The next meeting of the Forum is likely to be held on 10th December 2017. 

11. The conference resolved to take up the industry level issue such as updation of pension, medical facilities, LFC after retirement, D.A. neutralization and other related issues with apex level organizations.

12. The conference resolved to take up the local issues such as HRMS portal, medical insurance, issuance of identity cards, payment of pending dues to VRS optees and other related issues with management at LHO level.

13. On this occasion senior retirees with age of 70 years were honoured by presenting a shawl. 

14.The volunteers namely S/shri Ashok Singla from Panchkula,H.S.Pahwa- EC member from Ludhiana, S,C,Galhotra from Chandigarh, Shri Rajinder Sharma from Faridabad, H.S.Talwar from Patiala, Resham Lal from Jallandhar, M.L.Chhabra from Yamunanagar, N.M.Bansal unit secretary Bathinda, M.L.Vijjain unit secretary Khanna, O.P.Bajaj unit secretary Hissar, H.S.Sehgal unit secretary, from Gurgaon, A.K.Kapoor, unit secretary Delhi and O.P.Arora unit secretary  Rajpura  who were instrumental for deriving membership to the Association during the intervening period were honoured. Those volunteers who did a lot to make the conference a grand success were also honored on this occasion. 

15. It was resolved to aggressively take up the welfare activities for general public as per clause (4h) of bye laws of Association.

The meeting ended with vote of thanks by Shri S.S.Pandey, President of the Association. The other item of agenda  were taken up   with announcement of elections of office bearers  for the period 2017-20. As per notice issued by  Returning  Officer, the nominations  received by him  were declared valid. The election was held through  ballot.. The eligible members were allowed to vote for the preference and 458 members exercised their right of vote. . Soon after this process was over, the counting of votes was started.
